Technology and Your Child’s Education

Every day the field of technology makes advances that will impact our students’ lives.  Children now have access to information instantaneously.  The school has the challenge of keeping up with the latest technology and deciding how to use it to help students learn.  
At Donegal Springs, we have teachers who are continually searching for new ways to use technology in their classroom lessons.  
Each classroom is outfitted with an interactive board, a document camera and multiple netbooks. 
The interactive board projects items from the teacher’s laptop.  The students or teacher can then manipulate the information that is projected on the board.  
Teachers are able to project books or papers using the document camera.  The students can then highlight and write on the text that is displayed.  Netbooks are smaller laptops which allow the students to work on computer programs to practice skills such as math fact fluency.
As we continue to look to the future, we are having conversations about the possible uses of e-readers in the classrooms.  This is an exciting time in education.  The advances in technology continue to give us more options to help the students learn.
